Anti-Bullying Policy
Students International is committed to provide a caring, friendly and safe environment for all our students so they can learn in a relaxed and secure atmosphere.  
Bullying, which is defined as the use of aggression with the intention of hurting another person, results in pain and distress to the victim. No one deserves to be the victim of bullying and it is unacceptable in our organisation.
Bullying can be expressed in many ways, the most common are:
· Emotional 
being unfriendly, excluding, tormenting etc.
· Physical
pushing, kicking hitting or any use of violence.

· Racist
            racial taunts gestures etc.

· Sexual

unwanted physical contact or sexually abusive comments.

· Verbal

name calling teasing etc.

· Cyber

all areas of internet, such as emailing, text messaging etc. 


A child will often indicate signs that suggest that he or she is being bullied.  The most obvious of which are:
· Is unwilling to go to school.
· Becomes withdrawn anxious and lacking in confidence.
· Begins to do poorly in school work.

· Has possessions which are damaged or “go missing”.
· Has unexplained cuts and bruises.

· Becomes aggressive, disruptive or unreasonable.
· Stops eating.

· Cries themselves to sleep or has nightmares.
· Is frightened to say what is wrong.

It is incumbent on all adults who associate with our students to be observant for any of these signs and indeed any others that could indicate that bullying is a possibility and should be investigated. 
Procedures:

· All incidents of bullying or suspected bullying should be reported immediately to the Proprietor who will investigate the bullying behaviour or threats of bullying so that they can be stopped quickly.
· Attempts will be made to help the bully (bullies) change their behaviour.
Outcomes:

· The bully (bullies) will be asked to apologise.

· In serious cases exclusion will be considered

· Attempts will be made to reconcile the students.

· After the incident has been investigated and dealt with each case will be monitored to ensure there is no repetition.
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
