Every student is expected to:
Treat all members of their homestay family with respect, politeness and courtesy.

Look smart and take pride in their appearance

Respect all property belonging to school, home stay family and fellow students

Keep their own living space clean and tidy.  Put litter in a bin.  Put washing to be laundered as advised by the family
Not to smoke under the ages of 18.

If over 18 do not smoke on host premises or grounds except on the designated area.  Put stubs in the bins provided.

Not to drink alcohol under the age of 18.

Not to have intimate relationships under the age of consent (16)

Not to take, handle or distribute illegal substances such as drugs

Always advise your homestay family if you are planning to be late or absent for a meal

If travelling to a different town or area, to advise your home stay and Mrs Blythe of method of travelling, with who m you are going, time of departure, estimated time of return.

Advise home stay and Mrs Blythe of current telephone number.

Adhere to the home stay requests regarding the use of shower at night, use of telephone, use of internet and time to be in bed.

To show tolerance and respect towards people of all religions and be alert to any attempts at indoctrination or radicalisation.  If aware of such incidences to report to your tutor or Mrs Blythe

Generally you should adhere to school rules when in your home stay family.
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
